Animated ClipArt …good for Verbs

Culturally-specific clip art

Flash-Once PowerPoint: Beat the Clock …name/remember before the disappear

Free Drawing

Automatic Slide Turner

Use ‘own’ culture (Vicky Pollard!)

Use of Games – Qui Sera Millionaire (www.mflresources.org.uk)

In ActivStudio (and in SMART 9.5 in March)….

Spotlight (trick: put in a reminder sheet)

Rub and Reveal (Teacher can prompt Students)

Text Manipulation (use separate Text Boxes)

Highlighter Pen (e.g. put the Past Participle in yellow)

Reveal Tool (put in a reminder slide)

Gap-Fill activities: prepare in Word …then Drag and Drop, or Reveal

Sound (coming in SMART 9.5)…match words to sound icon (for t he Auditory learners)

Dice (use for teaching Numbers, or use to Pick a student!)

Countdwon Clock: to focus on activites
La Boite Magique: foreground and background colours – drag into the Box to reveal the ‘opposite’ ..or the ‘past participle’

Interactive: What’s the Right Answer?

Make a Negative (use Drag and Drop for the Kinesthetic learner; better than crossinig out and drawing an arrow)

Text deconstruction (use to observe patterns and rules)

Insert DV clips

Practice at sentence level (Troi Petits Cochons)

Changing Colours (e.g. Dressing)
