	Pity there was no Headliner background. I created one manually and saved it in Templates for future access
	

	
	The ‘100 Square’ Background was useful …but it required scrolling to use (I saved it as an Image and used the Insert Image instead in order to manually resize) …there is no View – Zoom feature

	
	The ‘Music Sheets’ application did not keep a correct Pitch nor Timing …it was disappointing as an Instrument …but the Score could be set as a Background

	eBeam Gallery does not have Euro Notes!
	The ClipArt Viewer is quite clumsy and there is no Search facility …it is easier to use Explorer to go through C:\Program Files\Lynx 3\ClipArt …and Drag and Drop from there into Lynx Lesson Book

	
	The Wordwall Wordsearch did not place a word on a particular row (or column) but merely placed the letters near each other

	
	It is not obvious that hyperlinks have been added. Even in ‘Delivery Mode’ there is nothing to indicate which objects have links and which don’t (because of this I enter web links as Text, coloured Blue and Underlined; I then attach the weblink to this Text object)

	
	I can Copy a Page, but I cannot Paste (Duplicate the page) except by creating a New Page and then pasting the contents of the old page into this

	
	Locking items (to prevent accidental Drag and Drop) …this is only possible in Delivery Mode (uncheck the ‘Moveable on Delivery’ option)

	
	Cannot set the default font to Comic Sans (have to re-select for each text object)
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
