John spoke about the Changing pupil/teacher participation patterns (Davison and Pratt, 2003)

ACTIVboards (brand of whiteboards) are an ideal vehicle for implementing e-learning

They promote active learning. They are part of transforming teaching
Teachers feel empowered again; the whiteboard gives them back their creativity

Pupils feel empowered and involved: “I understand maths much better than before”
There are improvements in motivation, punctuality, attendance, time on task: more work

Whiteboards are a Tool for teachers’ professional development and for school improvement

They are cost effective (compared with Computer Suites), and can be used throughout the Curriculum
China has 50 students per class, didactic teaching, and passive learning

Mexico has the Enciclomedia project (a whiteboard to every school!)
South Africa -'outcomes-based education' need to integrate ICT and active learning
Most significant factor: students now produce and present.

Mexico: students now work in groups, even though board is at the front
South Africa: preliminary indications are that school certificate results are significantly better than ever before

Whiteboards allow schools to immediately implement e-learning in a cost effective way

David (Castle View School): CBI can be catalyst

Important factors: (infrastructure on its own will not work) whole staff commitment; R+ D group; Teaching and Learning conference - voluntary CPD; Core purpose=Learning

Whiteboards have a part in the development in the school, catalyst - much started with first whiteboard in a Music classroom

John: there are three stages

new technology,

new language (new ways of talking about),

new thinking about teaching and learning 

The teacher, the enthusiasm of the teacher, the response of the teacher, and how these things are integrated: "my lessons are fun'
